(Halifax, NS, April 13, 2006) – Halifax will be host to a very unique collaboration of Canadian contemporary dance April 20, 21 & 22 with THREE FOR ALL: 3 ARTISTS/3 CITIES, featuring Vancouver’s Susan Elliott with Falls the Shadow, Toronto’s Denise Duric with The Music Room and Halifax’s very own Mocean Dance with When I'm Sleeping, I See August. The show begins at 8 p.m. at the David Mack Murray Studio in the Dal Arts Centre. Tickets are $20/adults and $13/students and are available at the Dal Arts Centre box office or by calling 494-3820/1-800-874-1669.

Halifax’s Live Art Dance Productions initiated and coordinated THREE FOR ALL: 3 ARTISTS/3 CITIES, as part of a national tour supported by the CanDance Network. 

“These are three artists/companies who are defining the next generation in their local communities,” says Paul Caskey, Live Art’s Artistic Director. “Seeing them share a program in the intimate Mack Studio will be like taking the pulse of the here and now in Canadian dance... this is an opportunity for the audience to get up close and see the underlying passion that motivates rising stars.”

Award-winning choreographer/dancer Susan Elliott has been dancing professionally since 1989, and has worked for many Vancouver companies and independent/international artists, including Lola Dance, battery opera, EDAM, The Holy Body Tattoo, Setsuko Yamada (Japan) and Damian Munoz (Spain). Elliott began her choreographic work in 1998 and has since created pieces ranging from solo to group work. 

Susan Elliott presents Falls the Shadow, a new solo, inspired by words from T.S. Eliot's poem, The Hollow Men. This dynamic new work explores an uneasy dichotomy of motion that illuminates the shadowlands between action and reaction, intent and result. By contrasting extremes of physicality and employing the language of both stillness and hyperactivity, Falls the Shadow seeks to reveal what the eye perceives subconsciously: the meaning found in transition.

Denise Duric co-founded Pedestrian Waltz Dance Project, creating provocative site-specific dances and theatre pieces. Pedestrian Waltz has participated in First Night (Toronto), Dancing on the Edge, Art in Open Spaces, the Canada Dance Festival, Series 8:08 finale, Dusk Dances, DanceWorks and the Guelph Contemporary Dance Festival. She has danced for and toured with many choreographers, including the Danny Grossman Dance Company.

The Music Room is inspired by the lyrical and haunting piano pieces of Eric Satie, and the artwork of Egon Schiele. Satie’s “Gnosiennes” was written without bar lines and included unusual textual notation-—an open invitation for the performer to interpret the work broadly right down to the length of the notes. For the feeling and the look of the piece, Duric uses Egon Schiele’s sensual and unsettling images that help create an other-world effect. The Music Room features dancers Danielle Baskerville and Rebecca Mendoza.

Mocean Dance was founded in 2001 by Halifax dancers Carolle Crooks, Sarah Di Quinzio, Sara Harrigan, Alicia Orr MacDonald, and Lisa Phinney. A Company-in-Residence at Halifax Dance since 2002, Mocean has produced and presented two main stage shows: Quintecentric and influx, as well as vestige, choreographed by Gwen Noah. Mocean has performed as part of a dance showcase in San Francisco and Toronto’s East Coast Rhythms Festival. 

When I'm Sleeping, I See August, choreographed by Sara Harrigan, explores the varying degrees of longing, heartache and loneliness endured throughout a long-distance relationship. Drawing on her own experience, as well as those of the collaborating Company Members, her creation process was also inspired by wartime telegrams between her grandparents, love letters between famous historical figures and a moving local newspaper article chronicling one man’s quest to bring his future bride to Canada from Burundi. The resulting work is brimming with passion, integrity and humanity that can’t help but leave an impression. When I'm Sleeping, I See August is performed by Alicia Orr MacDonald, Carolle Crooks and Sarah DiQuinzio.

THREE FOR ALL: 3 ARTISTS/3 CITIES is the final production in Live Art’s inaugural Alternative Spaces Series that highlights new works by rising stars in an intimate environment.
