The contemporary dance company that established itself on the Halifax arts scene with compelling shows Quintecentric (2003), inFlux (2004), and Mappa Mundi (2006) will be presenting a new program, The Reaction Project (working title), in conjunction with the 25th anniversary season of the Annapolis Region Community Arts Council.  This exciting evening will feature four new works by four choreographers, each inspired by a common seed.  Creating in sequence, each choreographer used the preceding works in the series as their creative impetus.  With each new work, the choreographers morphed and seasoned the original seed with their own unique interpretations.  Mocean Dance, with works by company members Sara Harrigan and Carolle Crooks, New-Brunswick-based choreographer Lesandra Dodson, and Halifax-based choreographer Lisa Phinney, has created an exhilarating evening of dynamic dance that is everything from clever to evocative; comedic to poignant.  

The final work in the series, a duet by choreographer Lisa Phinney, will be created in-residence while the company resides in Annapolis Royal from September 16-21.  As part of its 25th anniversary celebrations, ARCAC is hosting Mocean Dance in a week-long creation-based residency to include creation and rehearsals that are open to the public, discussions and activities with the dancers and choreographer, and community workshops.  Annapolis Royal will share in the process of creation and ARCAC will present the premiere of this new work - the final chapter in the chain of choreographic response.
Mocean is delighted to partner with ARAC for this exciting milestone and to share their unique brand of contemporary dance with one of Nova Scotia’s most charming communities.  “We’re thrilled to be able to create and share work in this supportive community,” says Carolle Crooks, Co-Artistic Director and Founder, “It is always a privilege to perform here in Nova Scotia and we delight in sharing our work with Nova Scotia audiences.”
