The company’s work is rooted in core values of collaboration, versatility, technical and emotional depth, professionalism, and a commitment to the integrity of the work. We strive to push ourselves artistically and to continually expose ourselves to new learning opportunities as dancers and choreographers. Mocean seeks to bring audiences work that engages, provokes thought, involves the emotions, and enhances the appreciation of dance.





A Company-in-Residence at Halifax Dance since 2002, Mocean has produced and presented new shows annually, including Quintecentric, influx, Coast to Coast, Mappa Mundi and their 2008 mainstage, Given the Circumstances. In 2009, Mocean Dance’s full-evening mainstage of New Works was presented by Live Art Dance Productions. The company currently performs repertoire by local and nationally renowned choreographers, as well as company members Carolle Crooks and Sara Harrigan. The company has additionally been featured in the work of dance and theatre artists Gwen Noah (Vestige) and Mary Ellen MacLean (Velocipede).  Since 2005, Mocean has begun more extensive touring and appeared in San Francisco, Toronto, Vancouver and Guelph, as well as in theatres across New Brunswick and Nova Scotia. 





 In the last five years, Mocean has developed exciting and varied residency programs; filmed a half-hour television special for Bravo!, which  also aired  on CBC; performed and created workshop programs for schools and for teachers; and appeared at a number of special events and for charitable causes. The company is dedicated to community outreach and the development of future audiences through residencies, school events, workshops, informal showings and discussions.
